available or does not list the transfer courses in the Major Lower/Upper Division Requirements
area, obtain a copy of your unofficial transcript from the transfer institution(s).

• Print a copy of the course description for the course(s) which you are seeking equivalency.  You
may be requested to provide further information such as a syllabus or lecture content.

• Fill out the Course Equivalency Form.  Attach the DARS form or transcript and course descriptions
to the course equivalency form.

• Drop off the paperwork at the Chemistry and Biochemistry office, TH 806.  The paperwork will be
reviewed and equivalencies approved or disapproved.

• You will be contacted to pick up the course equivalency paperwork when it has been approved.
